= ended March 31, 20227

In the fiscal year ended March 31, 2022, due in part to the

intermittent declaration of states of emergency and implementation
of semi-emergency measures to prevent the spread of COVID-19, we
experienced repeated downturns and then rallies in economic activity. Under
these circumstances, although we did see the beginnings of a recovery trend
in some areas, mainly in sales to the convenience store category, a decline
in reaction to strong demand in the previous fiscal year for food consumed
at home, our exit from non-profitable business, and other factors resulted in
net sales of ¥1,955,601 million. In terms of profit, we implemented various
measures to reduce logistics costs, such as initiatives taken in partnership
with retailers to reduce the number of deliveries and improve loading
efficiency, and enhanced productivity through the use of digital technology.
As a result, operating earnings increased 21.9% year on year to ¥19,036
million, while ordinary earnings were ¥20,371 million (up 20.5%), and profit
attributable to owners of parent was ¥13,949 million (up 25.9%), all of
which were record highs.

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What is the status of initiatives under “Medium-term Management

Plan 2023 (Medium-term Plan 2023)”?

In order to become “a company that continues to support a sustainable

food supply chain,” which is the vision that we are working to achieve
in the Medium-term Plan 2023, Mitsubishi Shokuhin conducted a significant
reorganization in April 2022. In addition to reorganizing from a structure
based on food category to an area management structure which consists of
Eastern Japan Trade, Western Japan Trade, and National Trade to establish a
customer-centered management cycle, we have established a new office in
charge of Products to oversee all food product categories, and strengthened
our product development functions. We also set up a new office in charge of
Next Generation Business, aiming to accelerate improvements in productivity
and the creation of value for customers through DX.
Next | will give a few examples of initiatives we have taken to strengthen
our functions under the Medium-term Plan 2023. First, as a measure to
strengthen the retailer support and manufacturer support functions, we have
been promoting efforts to improve efficiency through DX. Specifically, as
well as improving the efficiency of internal operations through the utilization
of Al and RPA* and automating orders from distribution centers using Al-
based demand forecasting, we are seeking to cooperate with other food
product wholesalers to build a common data platform to bring together
non-competitive areas for the entire food distribution industry with the aim
of streamlining these areas and reducing losses. We are also working to
propose and create new value for customers by utilizing our own distribution
data that we have accumulated over time, as well as external data.
With regard to original product development, the “Karada Shift” series
has recorded increased sales, helped by the tailwind of increased health
consciousness during the COVID-19 pandemic. We continue to build brands
tailored to customer needs, and in particular to promote the development
of products with a greater emphasis on sustainability, such as those with
packaging that has been changed to more environmentally friendly materials,
or that lead to reduced food waste.
Furthermore, at the end of 2021 we drew up our Sustainability Policy. We also
updated key sustainability issues and 2030 targets, and set out our approach
to achieving carbon neutrality by 2050. Going forward, we aim to become the
leader in sustainability initiatives among companies that handle food products,
thus helping to resolve social issues and achieve a sustainable society.
We sincerely look forward to your continued support and understanding.
